• Sensei Oshiro continues to give Kobudo instruction here at the 

Dojo.   Students should take advantage of being taught by one 
of the foremost weapons instructors in the world.  Only $25 
per class plus you must provide your own weapons. 

• Per the Goju Ryu Uchiage Kai rules, there will no longer be 
any rank skipping, unless you pay for each level of the test.  
This may seem rather harsh, but traditional training makes the 
student wait at least six month between each level to properly 
be prepared for the test.   This is based on two days per week 
program. 

 
• The Brown Belt Kyu tests are one year apart, and 100 assisted 

classes minimum are due before each promotion.  A 
requirement of 300 assisted classes by the brown belt must be 
logged before allowing testing for Black Belt candidate. 

 
• Private lessons MUST be prepaid, or they will be canceled.  

We are sorry to announce this, but lately we have had an 
abundance of no-shows, or last minute cancellations.  There 
are no refunds on these types of issues. 

• We still have had complaints about people parking in the street 
waiting to pick up their children.
