Stockton Collegiate sixth-grader gets shot to qualify for
State competition

Displaying a healthy measure of self-assuredness, Francis Yang chose “Globetrotter” for his official
nickname at Tuesday afternoon’s geography bee at Stockton Collegiate International School. But
as they say, it's not bragging if you can back it up, and when the afternoon was over, 11 year-old
Francis had vanquished nine other students and emerged as the downtown Stockton Charter
school’s candidate to advance to California’s qualifying event for the National Geographic
Geography Bee three months from now. “Most of the questions had a lot of what | knew already,
“said Francis, a sixth-grader at the K-12 school, who next will have to take a test to reach the state
level. Tuesday’s bee was held in the lobby of Cort Tower, one of three downtown buildings that
combine to serve as Stockton Collegiate facility.

Francis won although his opponents included several eighth-graders. His foe in the championship
round was another sixth-grader, Mia Rojas.

Among Francis’ correct answers; he knew that the Alamo is in Texas; that the Mississippi River
flows through Minneapolis, St. Louis and Baton Rouge; and that the Asian country that includes
about 7,100 islands is the Philippines. “It's fun,” Francis said of his geographical studies. “I learn
about the rest of the world.”
